For students in PreK-1st grade:  Parents should help the child to write (or the parent 

may write down their words) to the answer to these questions: 

“How does my family help to make St. Patrick School a better place?  How do I love 

Jesus at school? How do I help my friends at school?  What will I do next year to be 

the best student I can be?”   

For students in grades 2-7:  Students should write or type their answer to this 

question:   

“How does my family help to make St. Patrick School a better place?  How do I 

contribute to my school in faith, academics, service and community?”

For students in PreK-1st grade:  Parents should help the child to write (or the parent may 

write down their words) at least 3 sentences to these questions: 

“How do I help my family to grow in our faith together, especially in difficult times?  

How does attending St. Patrick School help me and my family to grow in our faith?  

How does my family help other families in our school community in times of 

difficulty?”  Give examples. 

For students in grades 2-7:  Students should type their answer of at least one complete 

paragraph to this question:   

“How do I protect my faith?  How do I use difficult circumstances as opportunities for 

my faith to grow stronger and to help others do the same?”  Give examples.   
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
